
The Court Lines on a basketball floor 

 

 

1 =  3 POINT LINE – Can score 3 points as long as you do not step on or over the line as you shoot 

2 = DIVISION LINE  - CENTER COURT LINE – divides the floor into 2 courts 

3 = FREE THROW LINE – 15 feet from the basket 

4 = CENTER CIRCLE – Inside this area is where the ball is tossed to start the game 

5 = BASKET / RIM / HOOP – 10 Feet from the floor 

6 = BASE LINE – The end line at each end of the court 

7 = INTERNATIONAL KEY (KEY LINES) – diagnoal key outside of the free throw lanes 

8 = FREE THROW LANE (KEY OR PAINT) – 12 feet wide and marked with line spacers or markers
